1.) Find an empty shoebox from home and wrap it with Christmas paper

2.) Please wrap the lid separately.  This allows for us to check to see that each child has the necessities plus some goodies.

3.) Choose an age group and gender to dedicate the box to. (Write the age and gender on the box lid)

4.) Fill the box with toys, school supplies, toiletries, etc. (Whatever is appropriate for that age group).

5.) Please do not include clothing in the boxes except for these items:  socks, gloves, and /or scarves.
